YEAR 9 PARENTS’ EVENING Thursday 26th February 2026

Year 9 Parents Evening will take place on Thursday 26th February 2026 from 4.00pm to
6.30pm in school to provide you with a review of your child’s progress by their subject teachers.
This is an important event in the school calendar and we are expecting the parents / carers of all
students to attend.

Please note that appointments are being made online via ‘SchoolCloud’ our online
appointment system but are taking place in school. This allows you to choose your own
appointment times with teachers and you will receive an email confirming your appointments.

Appointments with each teacher last for 5 minutes and can be made on the ‘SchoolCloud’
system from 12.00pm on Wednesday 21 January 2026 and will close at 4.00pm on
Wednesday 25th February 2026.

Teachers have a maximum number of slots on Parents Evening which are allocated on a “first
come, first served” basis by ‘SchoolCloud’. Unfortunately, teachers are not able to make any
additional appointments when using this digital platform. Where a teacher has concerns about
progress, they will make an additional telephone appointment to speak to the parent/carer
concerned at greater length.

It is also the case that staff often provide feedback to students directly and may not request
appointments with some parents/carers. If you have concerns about your child’s progress in a
subject and have not been able to make an appointment to see the teacher, please email the
school and mark the subject line of the email for the attention of the Subject Leader.

In order to ensure brevity, teaching staff have been directed to focus feedback on the following
points: Progress and attainment ¢ Attitude to learning * Standard of classwork and homework.
Parents and carers should ask for a telephone appointment at another time if there are other issues
which require longer discussion.

Year 9 students, in discussion with their parents and carers, are now reflecting on their potential
selection of courses for study in Key Stage 4 and the Year 9 Parents’ Evening is an important
part of the support offered by the school, at this stage of the selection process. In order to make
the best use of time on the Parents Evening, parents and carers should only book appointments
for Dance, Drama and/or Music if their daughter is considering studying these subjects at Key
Stage 4 or want further information about current lessons.
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Please note the locations of staff when booking meeting times: Teachers of English, Mathematics
and Science will be located in the Performance Space. Teachers of all other subjects will be
located in the Sports Hall.

An email
confirmation has been sent and you can also print appointments
by pressing Print. Click Subscribe to Calendar to add these and
any future bookings to your calendar.
