DISCOVER 2024 – Wednesday 17th July 2024, The London Dungeon - £15.00 
 
As part of the Discover 2024 programme for KS3 students, your child has been selected to attend 
the trip to The London Dungeon on Wednesday 17th July 2024. 
 
Students are not required to wear school uniform for the trip, but should ensure they are 
dressed appropriately (i.e. no shorts above mid-thigh/ripped jeans or crop tops, and no false 
nails or lashes). If students decide to bring electrical items with them, the school will not take 
any responsibility if anything is lost or damaged during the trip.  
 
Activities on the day 
Students will spend the day at The London Dungeon, County Hall.  They will make their way 
through the dark history of London, experiencing the sights, sounds and smells of the capital 
throughout the centuries.  This is an immersive experience, with actors, audience participation 
and jump scares. There will be an opportunity to eat a packed lunch in Jubilee Gardens, on the 
banks of the Thames. 
 
Transport  
We will be travelling to London Waterloo East station via train, and will be walking to The London 
Dungeon, County Hall from there.  The walk should take around 5 minutes. We have applied for 
free train travel via TfL. 
 
Timings of the trip 
Students are expected to meet at Bexley Train Station by 10.00am to catch the 10.13am train to 
London Waterloo East, and return from Waterloo East on the 2.30pm train, arriving at Bexley 
station for approximately 3.00pm. Students will be dismissed from the train station. 
 
Cost of the trip 
The cost of the visit will be £15.00 that includes entry for The London Dungeon and the deadline 
for payment is Wednesday 1st May 2024.  We are now a cashless school, so payments must 
therefore be made via Wisepay (our on-line payment portal). You can access our school payment 
system by:
